Example 1

In this simple example, the profile is set with a 120 minute (two hour) delay for both Usenet and Torrent.▸

At 11:00pm the first release for an Movie is detected by Whisparr and it was uploaded at 10:50pm and the 120
minute clock begins. At 12:50am, Whisparr will evaluate any releases it has found in the past two hours, and
download the best one, which is WebDL 720p.

At 3:00am another release is found, which is WebDL 720p that was added to your indexer at 2:46am. Another 120
minute clock begins. At 4:46am the best-available release is downloaded. Since the quality cutoff is now reached,
the Movie no longer is upgradable and Whisparr will stop looking for new releases.

Example 2

This example has different timers for Usenet and Torrents. Assume a 120 minute timer for Usenet and a 180
minute timer for BitTorrent.

The release was added to
the indexer at 10:15pm At 12:15am, Whisparr will evaluate any releases, and if there are any acceptable Usenet
releases, the best one will be downloaded and both timers will end.

4K versions of films that are released in generally HEVC codec
and could be either 8-bit or 10-bit color reproduction or from an HDR source. slightly reducing filesize. These are
generally MKV or MP4 container.

Remux-2160p - A remux is a rip of a Blu-ray or HD DVD disc to another container format or just stripping the disc of
menus and bonus material while keeping the contents of its audio and video streams intact (also keeping the
current codecs), guaranteeing the exact 1:1 movie quality as on original disc. This is at 2160p (4K) quality.

▸

Custom Formats

Ensure you get the right release every time! Custom formats allows fine control over release prioritization and
selection. As simple as a single preferred word or as complex as you want with multiple criteria and regex.

▸

Custom formats are calculated on-the-fly instead of being stored in the database, so they update as soon as you
change the definitions.

▸

Custom formats are used within your Quality Profiles to determine the scoring of each custom format. Within each
quality profile, you can set a minimum custom format score for a release to be grabbed and an upgrade until score
as well.

▸

Name - The Name of the Custom Format▸

Include Custom Format when Renaming - Include the Name of the Custom Format in Renaming?▸

Custom Formats have no influence on what is searched - only how the results are evaluated. It is also not
possible to modify in any form the search Whisparr uses.󰋼

Custom Format Conditions

Modifiers
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Negate - the match is inverted, so the condition is satisfied if and only if the non-negated condition is not satisfied▸

Required - only applies to formats with more than one condition of the same type and changes the matching rules
for type groups. Enabling this option means that this specific condition must be satisfied for the whole custom
format to apply regardless of if another condition of the same type would otherwise satisfy the type group. Note:
You only use this if you use a condition more than once. In other words, if you have a custom format with 2
required release title conditions and 3 non required language conditions, then it MUST meet BOTH of the required
release title conditions and it MUST meet ONE OF the 3 language conditions. Similarly, if you have a custom format
with 4 release title conditions and none are required, then the custom format will apply if ANY of the conditions are
met.

▸

Conditions

Release Title - This is a regular expression matched against the release title and, after download, the filename on
disk. (Note: Whisparr only considers text after the movie title and year which means anything preceding the title is
ignored.)

▸

Edition - This tag is matched against any Editions Whisparr may parse. You can put any value Whisparr will try to
match that against what it parsed (case-insensitive).

▸

Language - This language is matched against any language(s) Whisparr parses. All languages previously
selectable in profiles work here.

▸

Indexer Flag - This tag is matched against any Indexer Flags that Whisparr may parse.▸

Source - The source where a release was ripped from (e.g. BLURAY).▸

Resolution - The resolution parsed from either the release name or mediainfo (if available).▸

Quality Modifier - Quality Modifier sets things like Telescene, Telesync, Remux, Regional. It disambiguates a given
source and resolution pair when there are multiple quality (source) types that can apply.

▸

Size - This is matched against the release size. The release size is converted to gigabytes and compared against
the min and max values.

▸

Profiling Settings and Ranking

Custom formats are implemented within and have their impact controlled by Quality Profiles. The Upgrade Until
score prevents upgrading once a release with this desired score has been downloaded. - A score of 0 results in the
custom format being informational only and has non impact on release ranking nor languages searched.

▸

The Minimum score requires releases to reach this threshold otherwise they will be rejected. Custom formats that
match with undesirable attributes should be given a negative score to lower their appeal. Outright rejections should
be given a negative score low enough that even if all of the other formats with positive scores were added, the
score would still fall below the minimum.

▸

Once you've clicked the + button to add a new indexer you will be presented with a new window with many different
options. For the purposes of this wiki Whisparr considers both Usenet Indexers and Torrent Trackers to be
"Indexers".

There are two sections here: Usenet and Torrents. Based upon what download client you will be using you will want
to select the type of indexer you will be going with.

▸

Usenet Indexer Configuration

Newznab - Here you will find presets of popular usenet indexers (that are prefilled out, all you will need is your API
key which is provided by the usenet indexer of your choice) along with the ability to create a custom Indexer

▸

Software that works with usenet and integrates quite well with Whisparr are NZBHydra2󰏌  or Prowlarr which
integrate with both Usenet and Torrents

▸

Regardless if you select a pre-filled out indexer or a custom indexer setup you will be presented with a new window
to input all your settings

▸

Choose from the presets or add a custom indexer (such as NZBHydra2 or Prowlarr)▸

Name - The name of the indexer in Whisparr▸

Enable RSS - If enabled, use this indexer to watch for files that are wanted and missing or have not yet reached
their cutoff.

▸

Enable Automatic Search - If enabled, use this indexer for automatic searches including Search on Add▸

Enable Interactive Search - If enabled, use this indexer for manual interactive searches.▸

URL - The indexer provided URL of the indexer such as https://api.nzbgeek.info .▸

API Path - The indexer provided path to the api. This is typically /api▸

Torrent Tracker Configuration

As with Usenet there are an assortment of prefilled out Torrent tracker information. If you are not a member of any
of these these specific trackers they will not do you any good.

▸

One of the best and simplest ways to utilize Torrent trackers that are not natively supported with Whisparr is to
utilize a second program such as Prowlarr or Jackett󰏌 . These software pair well with Whisparr as a search
indexer that houses all your information and sends it to Whisparr.

▸

Torznab - This option will set you up with a Jackett preset, if you utilize multiple trackers you will need to have each
entry have a unique name

▸

Torznab Indexer▸

Choose from the presets or add a custom indexer (such as Jackett)▸

Name - The name of the indexer in Whisparr▸

Enable RSS - If enabled, use this indexer to watch for files that are wanted and missing or have not yet reached
their cutoff.

▸

Enable Automatic Search - If enabled, use this indexer for automatic searches including Search on Add▸

Enable Interactive Search - If enabled, use this indexer for manual interactive searches.▸

URL - The indexer provided URL such as

Seed Ratio - If empty, use the download client default. Otherwise, the minimum seed ratio required for your
download client to meet for releases from this indexer prior to it being paused by your client and removed by
Whisparr (Requires Completed Download Handling - Remove enabled)

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Flag Symbol Description

G_Freeleech ⬇⬇

Sometimes, torrent sites set a torrent to be freeleech. This means,
that the download of this torrent will not count towards your
download quota or ratio. This is really useful if you have not built
up a good ratio yet.

G_Halfleech ⇩⇩

Similar to G_Freeleech , G_Halfleech  signifies that only
half of the size of this torrent will count towards your download
quota or ratio.

G_DoubleUpload ⬆

Similar to G_Freeleech , G_DoubleUpload  signifies that
any amount of data you upload via seeding is counted twice
towards your upload quota and ratio. This is very useful, if you
want to build up a ratio buffer.

PTP_Golden 🌟

On PassThePopcorn, some torrents are given the Golden tag, when
they meet certain encoding standards. These are usually the best
encodes, with almost no perceptible quality loss. You can learn
more on their wiki page.

PTP_Approved ✔

On PassThePopcorn, some torrents are approved, when they meet
the minimum standards for encoding (e.g., no low bitrates). See
their wiki for more information.

G_Scene ☠ Signifies a release from a SCENE group.

G_Freeleech75 ⇩⬇

Similar to G_Freeleech , G_Freeleech75  signifies that
only 25% of the size of this torrent will count towards your
download quota or ratio.

G_Freeleech25 ⇩

Similar to G_Freeleech , G_Freeleech25  signifies that
only 75% of the size of this torrent will count towards your
download quota or ratio.

Seed Time - If empty, use the download client default. Otherwise, the minimum seed time in minutes required for
your download client to meet for releases from this indexer prior to it being paused by your client and removed by
Whisparr (Requires Completed Download Handling - Remove enabled)

Required Flags - What indexer flags are required?▸

Indexer Flags

(Advanced Option) Indexer Priority - Priority of this indexer to prefer one indexer over another in release tiebreaker
scenarios.

Options

Availability Delay - Amount of time before (-#) or after (#) the available date to search for Movie▸

This is helpful to delay searching for a release to give the community time to perform the best encodes.▸

Typically, a Movie Availability of Released  with a delay of -21  or -14  is suggested.▸

RSS Sync interval - Interval in minutes. Set to zero to disable (this will stop all automatic release grabbing)
Minimum: 10 minutes Maximum: 120 minutes

▸

Please see How does Whisparr find movies? for a better understanding of how RSS Sync will help you▸

If Whisparr has been offline for an extended period of time, Whisparr will attempt to page back to find the
last release it processed in an attempt to avoid missing a release. As long as your indexer supports
paging and it hasn’t been too long will be able to process the releases it would have missed and avoid
you needing to perform a search for the missed releases.

Whitelisted Subtitle Tags - Tags entered here will not be considered hardcoded subtitles.▸

Allow Hardcoded Subs - If enabled, allow releases with hardcoded subtitles to be downloaded automatically▸

Overview

Downloading and importing is where most people experience issues. From a high level perspective, the software
needs to be able to communicate with your download client and have access to the files it downloads. There is a
large variety of supported download clients and an even bigger variety of setups. This means that while there are
some common setups there isn't one right setup and everyone's setup can be a little different. But there are many
wrong setups.

Click on Settings => Download Clients`, and then click the + to add a new download client. Your download client
should already be configured and running.

Select the download client you wish to add, and there will be a pop-up box to enter connection details. These details
are similar for most clients. Some will ask for a username or password, some will ask for whether to add new
downloads in a paused/start state, etc.

Usenet Process

Whisparr will send a download request to your client, and associate it with a label or category name that you have
configured in the download client settings. Examples: movies, tv, series, music, etc.

▸

Whisparr will monitor your download clients active downloads that use that category name. It monitors this via
your download client's API.

▸

When the download is completed, Whisparr will know the final file location as reported by your download client.
This file location can be almost anywhere, as long as it is somewhere separate from your media folder and
accessible by Whisparr

▸

Whisparr will scan that completed file location for files that Whisparr can use. It will parse the file name to match it
against the requested media. If it can do that, it will rename the file according to your specifications, and move it to
the specified media location.

▸

Atomic Moves (instant moves) are enabled by default. The file system and mounts must be the same for your
completed download directory and your media library. If the the atomic move fails or your setup does not support
hard links and atomic moves then Whisparr will fall back and copy the file then delete from the source which is IO
intensive.

▸

Torrent Process

Whisparr will send a download request to your client, and associate it with a label or category name that you have
configured in the download client settings. Examples: movies, tv, series, music, etc.

▸

Whisparr will monitor your download clients active downloads that use that category name. This monitoring occurs
via your download client's API.

▸

Completed files are left in their original location to allow you to seed the file (ratio or time can be adjusted in the
download client or from within Whisparr under the specific download client). When files are imported to your media
folder Whisparr will hardlinkthe file if supported by your setup or copy if not hard links are not supported.

▸

Hard links are enabled by default. A hard link will allow not use any additional disk space.󰏌  The file system and
mounts must be the same for your completed download directory and your media library. If the hard link creation
fails or your setup does not support hard links then Whisparr will fall back and copy the file.

▸

If the "Completed Download Handling - Remove" option is enabled in Whisparr's settings, Whisparr will delete the
original file and torrent from your client, but only if the client reports that seeding is complete and torrent is
stopped (i.e. paused).

For torrents this requires your download client to pause upon hitting the seed goals. It also requires the seed
goals to be supported by Whisparr per the below table. Torrents must also stay in the same category.

Torrent Client Remove Download Compatibility

Whisparr is only able to set the seed ratio/time on clients that support setting this value via their API when the
torrent is added. Seed goals can be set globally in the client itself or per tracker in *Arr settings for each indexer.
See the table below for client compatibility.

▸

SupportedSupported Idle Limit*Idle Limit*  - Transmission internally has an Idle Time check, but Whisparr compares it with
the seeding time if the idle limit is set on a per-torrent basis. This is done as workaround to
Transmission’s api limitations.

Completed Download Handling
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If you download using a BitTorrent client, the process is slightly different:

Completed Download Handling is how Whisparr imports media from your download client to your series folders.
Many common issues are related to bad Docker paths and/or other Docker permissions issues.

▸

Enable (Advanced Global Setting) - Automatically import completed downloads from the download client▸

(Advanced Option) Check For Finished Downloads Interval - Set how often to query the download clients' queues▸

Remove (Per Client Setting) - Remove completed downloads when finished (usenet) or stopped/complete
(torrents)

▸

For torrents this requires your download client to pause upon hitting the seed goals. It also requires the seed
goals to be supported by Whisparr per the above table. Torrents must also stay in the same category.

▸

Remove Completed Downloads

Whisparr will send a download request to your client, and associate it with a label or category name that you have
configured in the download client settings.

▸

Whisparr will monitor your download clients active downloads that use that category name. It monitors this via
your download client's API.

▸

When the download is completed, Whisparr will know the final file location as reported by your download client.
This file location can be almost anywhere, as long as it is somewhere separate from your media folder.

▸

Whisparr will scan that completed file location for video files. It will parse the video file name to match it to an
movie. If it can do that, it will rename the file according to your specifications, and move it to the assigned library
folder.

▸

Leftover files from the download will be sent to your trash or recycling.▸

Completed files are left in their original location to allow you to seed. When files are imported to your assigned
library folder Whisparr will attempt to hardlinkthe file or fall back to copy (use double space) if hard links are not
supported.

▸

If the "Completed Download Handling - Remove" option is enabled in settings, Whisparr will ask the torrent client to
delete the original file and torrent, but this will only occur if the client reports that seeding is complete, the torrent is
in the same category (i.e. not using a post-import category), the seed goal reached is supported by Whisparr, and
torrent is paused (stopped).

▸

Failed Download Handling

Failed Download Handling is only compatible with SABnzbd and NZBGet.▸

Failed Downloading Handling does not apply to Torrents nor are there plans to add such functionality.▸

There are several components that make up the failed download handling process:▸

Check Downloader:▸

Queue - Check your downloader's queue for password-protected (encrypted) releases marked as a failure▸

History - Check your downloader's history for failure (e.g. not enough to repair, or extraction failed)▸

When Whisparr finds a failed download it starts processing them and does a few things:▸

Adds a failed event to Whisparr's history▸
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Import lists are a part of Whisparr that allow you to follow a given list creator. Let's say that you follow a given list
creator on Trakt/TMDb and really like their ArrowVerse Collection section and want to watch every show on their list.
You look in your Whisparr and realize that you do not have those series. Well instead of searching one by one and
adding those items and then searching your indexers for those series. You can do this all at once with a List. The Lists
can be set to import all the series on that curator's list as well as be set to automatically assign a quality profile,
automatically add, and automatically monitor that series.

Removes the failed download from Download Client to free space and clear downloaded files (optional)▸

Starts searching for a replacement file (optional)▸

Blocklisting (fka 'Blacklisting') allows automatic skipping of nzbs when they fail, this means that nzb will not be
automatically downloaded by Whisparr ever again (You can still force the download via a manual search).

▸

There are 2 advanced options (on 'Download Client' settings page) that control the behavior of failed
downloading in Whisparr, at this time, they are all on by default.

▸

Redownload - Controls whether or not Whisparr will search for the same file after a failure▸

(Advanced Option) Remove - Whether or not the download should automatically be removed from Download Client
when the failure is detected

▸

Remote Path Mappings

Remote Path Mapping acts as a dumb find Remote Path and replace with Local Path This is primarily used for
either merged local/remote setups using mergerfs or similar or is used for when the application and download
client are not on the same server.

▸

A remote path mapping is used when your download client is reporting a path for completed data either on another
server or in a way that *Arr doesn't address that folder.

▸

Generally, a remote path map is only required if your download client is on Linux when *Arr is on Windows or vice
versa. A remote path map is also possibly needed if mixing Docker and Native clients or if using a remote server.

▸

A remote path map is a DUMB search/replace (where it finds the REMOTE value, replace it with LOCAL value for
the specified Host).

▸

If the error message about a bad path does not contain the REPLACED value, then the path mapping is not working
as you expect. The typical solution is to add and remove the mapping.

▸

See TRaSH's Tutorial for additional information regarding remote path mapping󰏌▸

If both *Arr and your Download Client are Docker Containers it is rare a remote path map is needed. It is
suggested you review the Docker Guide and/or follow TRaSH's Tutorial󰏌󰋼

Import Lists

Lists
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Connections are how you want Whisparr to communicate with the outside world.

CAUTION: If lists are done improperly they will absolutely wreck your library with a bunch of trash you have no
intention of watching. So make sure of what you're importing before you click save. ie. physically look at the list
before you even go to Whisparr.

▸

Here you can select the + button to open a new pop up window▸

From this new window you are presented with many different options to set up your list from many different list
providers. As stated before be careful when doing lists. It is highly recommended to not select the Search on add
button before you're absolutely sure the list you select/setup is adding the series that you're looking for.

▸

Once you've selected the list provider that you're looking to pull from (such as IMDb or Trakt) You'll be presented
with a new window.
Most of the lists settings are fairly self explanatory, some lists require you to authenticate with the provider such as
Trakt (requiring you to have an account with Trakt.tv󰏌

▸

List Options

(Advanced Option) List Update Interval - How often should Whisparr poll the list for updates? This is a minimum of
6 hours.

▸

(Advanced Option) Clean Library Level - Movies in library will be removed or unmonitored if not in your list(s)▸

Disabled - Do not clean the library (Recommended)▸

Log Only - Only log the movies are not on the list(s) and take no other actions▸

Keep and Unmonitor Movie - Keep movies that are not on the list(s), but unmonitor them in Whisparr.▸

Remove Movie and Keep Files - Remove movies that are not on the list(s) from Whisparr, but do not delete their
files

▸

Remove Movie and Delete Files - Remove movies that are not on the list(s) from Whisparr and delete their files▸

List Exclusions

Import List Exclusion - This allows you to prune your list of movies you do not want to see again. An example of
this is if your list just so happens to contain a movie that is in a foreign language and it is not likely for you to ever
find this movie in your native language and do not want to watch it with subtitles. You can exclude a movie from
being added in the future. However, in the list exclusion section you can add it back to the list so that when the list
runs again it will be read to your library.

▸

Connect

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Here you can select the type of metadata that will be consumed by your media player

Kodi will be one of the most commonly used options here if that is the software that is being used. This will allow
Whisparr to create a NFO file as well as associated movie posters to be scraped into your player

By pressing the + button you will be presented with a new window which will allow you to configure many different
endpoints

The tag section in Whisparr is used to link different aspects of Whisparr. They are also useful for tracking which
movies come from which lists.

Tags are particularly useful for:▸
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Delay Profiles▸

Release Profiles▸

Indexers▸

Tags can be used to link Delay Profiles, Indexers, and Release Profiles and Sites together.▸

For Example:▸

You only want a specific indexer to be used for a specific movie. You would create a tag and assign the movie
and indexer that tag.

▸

You want a specific Release Profile to only apply to a specific movie. You would create a tag and assign the
Release Profile and Site that tag.

▸

This process is the same for Delay Profiles.▸

Note: Tags do not influence any "Custom Formats", "Quality Profiles" or any other aspect not mentioned
above.󰋼

General
Host

Bind Address - Valid IPv4 address or '*' for all interfaces▸

0.0.0.0 or *  - any address can connect▸

127.0.0.1 or localhost - only localhost applications can connect▸

Any other IP (e.g. 1.2.3.4) - only that IP (1.2.3.4) can connect▸

Port Number - The port number that you are wanting to use to access the webUI for Whisparr▸

Note: If using Docker do not touch this setting.󰀦

URL Base - For reverse proxy support, default is empty▸

Note: If using a reverse proxy (example: mydomain.com/whisparr󰏌 ) you would enter '/whisparr' for
URL Base.󰋼

Enable SSL - If you have SSL credentials and would like to secure communication to and from your Whisparr enable
this option.

▸

Note: Do not use this unless you know what you're doing.󰀦
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Proxy - This option allows you to run the information your Whisparr pulls and searches for through a proxy. This can be
useful if you're in a country that does not allow the downloading of Torrent files

Security

Authentication - How would you like to authenticate to access your Whisparr instance▸

None - You have no authentication to access your Whisparr. Typically if you're the only user of your network, do
not have anybody on your network that would care to access your Whisparr or your Whisparr is not exposed to
the web

▸

Basic (Browser pop-up) - This option when accessing your Whisparr will show a small pop-up allowing you to
input a Username and Password

▸

Forms (Login Page) - This option will have a familiar looking login screen much like other websites have to allow
you to log onto your Whisparr

▸

API Key - This is how other programs would communicate or have Whisparr communicate to other programs. This
key if given to the wrong person with access could do all kinds of things to your library. This is why in the logs the
API key is redacted

▸

Certificate Validation - Change how strict HTTPS certification validation is▸

Enabled - Validate all HTTPS certificates (recommended)▸

Disabled for Local Addresses - Validate all HTTPS certificates except those on localhost and the LAN▸

Disabled - Do not validate any HTTPS certificates▸

Proxy

Use Proxy - Enable to use a Proxy▸

Proxy Type - Select your proxy type (HTTPS, Socks4, or Socks5)▸

Hostname - Enter your proxy hostname (Do not include http/https or any other protocol)▸

Port - Enter your proxy port▸

Username - Enter your proxy username if applicable▸

Password - Enter your proxy password if applicable▸

Ignored Addresses - Enter a comma-separated list of addresses that bypass the proxy▸

Bypass Proxy for Local Addresses - Check the box to bypass the proxy for local addresses.▸

Logging

Log level - Probably one of the most useful troubleshooting tools▸

Info - This is the most basic way that Whisparr gathers information this will include very minimal amount of
information in the logs. This log file contains fatal, error, warn and info entries.

▸

Debug - Debug will include all the information that Info includes plus more information that can be useful. This
log files contains fatal, error, warn, info and debug entries

▸

Trace - The most advance and detailed logging on Whisparr, Trace will include all the information gathered by
Info and Debug and more. This is the most common type of log that is going to be asked for when

▸
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troubleshooting on Discord or Reddit. If you're needing help please select your log to Trace and redo the task
that was giving you problems to capture the log. This log files contains fatal, error, warn, info, debug and trace
entries.

Analytics

Analytics - Send anonymous usage and error information to Whisparr's servers (Servarr). This includes information
on your browser, which Whisparr WebUI pages you use, error reporting as well as OS and runtime version. We will
use this information to prioritize features and bug fixes.

▸

Updates

(Advanced Option) Branch - This is the branch of Whisparr that you are running on.▸

Please see this FAQ entry for more information▸

Automatic - Automatically download and install updates. You will still be able to install from System: Updates.
Note: Windows Users are always automatically updated.

▸

Mechanism - Use Whisparr built-in updater or a script▸

Built-in - Use Whisparr's own updater▸

Script - Have Whisparr run the update script▸

Docker - Do not update Whisparr from inside the Docker, instead pull a brand new image with the new update▸

Script - Visible only when Mechanism is set to Script - Path to update script▸

Update Process - Whisparr will download the update file, verify its integrity and extract it to a temporary location
and call the chosen method. The update process will be be run under the same user that Whisparr is run under, it
will need permissions to update the Whisparr files as well as stop/start Whisparr.

▸

Built-in - The built-in method will backup Whisparr files and settings, stop Whisparr, update the installation and
Start Whisparr, if your system will not handle the stopping of Whisparr and will attempt to restart it automatically it
may be best to use a script instead. In the event of failure the previous version of Whisparr will be restarted.

▸

Script - The script should handle the the same as the built-in updater, if you need to handle stopping and starting
services (upstart/launchd/etc) you will need to do that here.

▸

Backups

The backup section allows you to tell Whisparr how you would like for it to handle backups▸

(Advanced Option) Folder - This allows you to select the backup location. In docker you will be limited to what you
allow the container to see. Paths are relative to the appdata folder; if necessary, you can set an absolute path to
backup outside of the appdata folder.

▸

(Advanced Option) Interval - How often would you like Whisparr to make a backup▸

(Advanced Option) Retention - How long would you like Whisparr to hold on to each backup. After a new backup is
made the oldest backup will be removed

▸

Manual backups are retained forever, stored in the same folder, and are named differently.󰋼

First Day of Week - Here you can select what you think the first day of the week should be.▸

Week Column Header - Here you can select the header for the columns▸

Movies

Runtime Format - Select how to format runtimes as either hours & minutes or minutes▸

Dates

Short Date Format - How do you want Whisparr to display short dates?▸

Long Date Format - How do you want Whisparr to display long format dates?▸

Time Format - Do you want a 12hr or 24hr format?▸

Show Relative Dates - Do you want Whisparr to show relative (Today/Yesterday/etc) or absolute dates?▸

Style

Enable Color-Impaired Mode - Altered style to allow color-impaired users to better distinguish color coded
information

Movie Info Language - Select the Language for Whisparr to display Movie Information in the UI▸

UI Language - Select the Language for Whisparr to use within the application UI▸
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
